I was very pleased with my line up, but must mention the disappointing number of incorrect fronts, with upright shoulders, steep upper arms and poor movement in some, lacking propulsion and accuracy, so in some classes compromises had to be made. It was a pleasure to share the final selections with my co-judge Claire Rishworth.
VETERAN DOG (10,3 abs)

A lovely class to start the day where good movement prevailed.

1. Wayman’s Crème Anglaise’s One More Knight At Scarletfair(Imp Nld) JW
Fawn/white trim In excellent condition and muscle tone for his age. Correct size, lovely head and expression, neat ears, super coat quality, good tight feet. Good to see him retaining a smooth outline on the move, sound and true.
2. Price’s Ch Wheelspin Silver Shadow Among Silkdance JW
Fawn /white trim Younger and built on slightly bigger lines than the winner, but has a good outline standing and moving. Good neck and shoulders and strong quarters and another boy who could show the youngsters how to move with reach and drive.

MINOR PUPPY DOG (11,2 abs)
A nice class of babies enjoying their outing.

1.  Wayman’s Tervanty Dream Of Dragons At Scarletfair
Brindle/ white trim 7 mths, very shapely curvy puppy with attractive head and expression, neat ears, good depth, strong quarters used on the move. Correct size. 

2.    Nicholas’s Cornered Learning To Fly
Fawn/white trim of 6 mths. Quite a strong baby for his age. Beautifully presented with the most lovely coat and skin. Another promising pupy. A pleasure to go over. 
3.    Morland, Yeates &Winter’s Zoraden Midlife Crisis TAF.
PUPPY DOG (9)
1.  Poole, Winkley-Balmer & Winkley’s Shulune Thrills n’ Spills for Edenwhip
Brindle/white trim. A close decision between two quality exhibits. Built on smooth balanced shapely lines, deep chest, good flat muscle, strong quarters standing on lovely feet. Moved out with style. 
2.  Morris, Waddell & Spademan’s Southpoint Who Whom Whose from Crosscop )IMP PRT) NAF
Fawn/white trim. Particularly liked his very appealing head and expression and neat ears, very well presented in beautiful condition. Just has a little more length than the winner at this stage but again very promising.
3.  Sharp’s Saintharp Can’t Get Enough
JUNIOR DOG  (8)

1.  Wood’s Arden Cote Keep Dreaming
Fawn/white trim, just one year old, very pleasing shapely youngster with curves in all the right places, has a fine coat and skin, excellent front construction where scored over second, correct size, appealing head and expression and neat ears, presented in good muscular condition which showed in smooth coordinated movement.
2.  McDonald’s All Eyes On Me Reverhof at Solentwaves (IMP LVA)
Black with white trim, very curvy, racy outline, keen expression with dark eyes, not quite the body of the first but time is on his side. Sound on the move.
3.  Titt & Lord’s Whitesquall Superiore
YEARLING DOG (6)
1.  Winkley-Balmer & Winkley’s Edenwhip Call Me At Night
.Fawn with white trim, smooth lines on neat curvy body, nice for size, good front angulation and very balanced all through. Presented in excellent muscular condition and well handled. Smooth sound and accurate moving. 
2.   Brodie & Owen’s Wolfscastle Crown Jules
Pale fawn, white trim with slight brindling. Very attractive eye catching dog built on bigger frame than the winner. Super head and expression with dark eye. A close decision, both prmising youngsters.
3.  Mulligan’s Kierpark Love Me Tender at Ashkyem
NOVICE DOG (12, 1 abs)

1. Wayman’s Tervanty Dream Of Dragons At Scarletfair  (Also 1st Minor Puppy)

2. Howgate & Hull’s Palmik Never Too Late

Fawn with white trim that was 4th in a good minor puppy class. Elegant dog with good overall construction, Just lacking the balance and coordination of the first, at the moment. Scored here on his grace, elegance and drive when moving.

3. Graham’s Ohaka Tip Top
SPECIAL BEGINNERS DOG (14, 1 abs)

1. Titt & Lord’s Whitesquall Superiore
Brindle and white trim, 3rd in Junior. Appealed in head and expression with dark eye and neat ears. Good front angulation and shoulder placement, deep in chest, older than 2nd place therefore a little more balanced and smooth in outline, standing and moving. Best Special Beginner in Show.
2. Blackburn’s Mazargo Whole Lotta Trouble
Darker brindle with white trim 5th in Minor Puppy  Class. Only 8 months old so rangier than winner at the moment, but developing nicely with good overall construction which showed in drive and purpose on the move.

3. Graham’s Ohaka Tip Top
GRADUATE DOG (7)
1. Strong & Clinton’s Crosscop Kiss Me Here for Mackjama
Fawn & white trim immediately pleased in presentation and condition with beautiful fine coat and skin. Good head, clean over neck and shoulder, deep curvy body lines with good angulation. Strong quarters used in smooth accurate movement. 
2. Middleton & Gilhooly’s Stormida Neon Tiger
Darker brindle/white trim. Another eye catching dog built on stronger lines. Good body properties, deep in chest with more hind angulation that the first. Moved out straight and true.
3. Perkins’s Silkridge Rapture With Zeglynn
POST-GRADUATE DOG (11, 2 abs)
1.  Poole,  Morris & Waddell’s Falconcrag Matchmaker at Crosscop
Fawn/white trim. Everything to like about this boy, pleasing head and expression, lovely clean flowing neck into shoulder lines. Correct front and deep in chest, presented in super condition with fine coat and good muscle tone. Has good drive an extension round the ring.
2.  Price’s Kierpark Moonlight Shadow Among Silkdance JW
Brindle/white trim. Stronger make and shape, well bodied and muscled, keen expression with dark eye. A balanced outline, but not the strength and power of movement of the winner.
3. Middleton & Gilhooly’s Stormida The Brave
LIMIT DOG (18, 2 abs).
A fabulous quality class made for difficult decisions on the day and the first 3 in this class could all be worthy of their titles. 

1. Turnbull’s Ticks The Boxes at Turnstone
Brindle/white trim. Mature dog who completely fills the eye and fulfils the breed standard. Super dog to go over in excellent condition built on clean lines with no exaggerations, curvy and balanced all through. Moved out on good long stride with accurate footfall. A pleasure to judge.  CC
2. Jones’s Jothryn Johnny Be Good JW
Brindle/white trim. Giving a lot away in age but very promising. Another who pleases a great deal in flowing lines, super angulation and excellent presentation, in tip top condition. Not quite the finish of the first. 
3.     Shepherd’s Kidaruka It’s Show Time at Oxana JW ShCEx OSW
I must mention this dog who was close up and has all the essentials to win CC’s in the future.
OPEN DOG (5, 2 abs).

1.  Bridgman-Lewis & Wilton-Clark’s Shalfleet Making Waves 
Blue brindle and white trim. Correct size, ideal in construction, outline and balance, well conditions and muscled with most attractive head, expression and lovely dark eye. So smooth to go over, no lumps or bumps here, hands flow from head to tail with no exaggerations. Tight front, clean over neck and shoulders, scores greatly in stylish, graceful and elegant lines as he floats round the ring. Res CC 
2    Yacoby-Wright’s CH Cobyco Catch Your Eye.
Fawn/white trim. Upstanding masculine dog, worthy champion, lovely to go over, presented in gleaming condition with super muscular strength. Another who fulfils the standard in construction and flowing angles. Just felt the first out moved him today.
3.  Winkley-Balmer & Poole’s CH Edenwhip Can I Be Him
SPECIAL LURE, COURSING or RACING DOG (12, 3 abs)
1. Miluk’s Tumblers Adagio
Brindle/white trim. A substantial sound strong bodied dog, smooth over head neck and shoulder with good depth, standing on neat feet. Good accurate mover.
2. Yates, Winter & Morland’s Zoraden Maserati JW
Fawn/white trim. Shapely dog presented in very fit condition with good coat and skin. Keen head and expression, solid strong muscular body giving powerful driving movement.
3. McDonald’s Penbriar Jet Setter to Solentwaves.
